Most people whose dogs anticipate their arrival feel that they have a close bond, they
enjoy a strong emotional connection, or they are very attached to the dogs. In 78% of
the cases on our data base, the dogs respond only to one person, 17% respond to two
persons, and only 5% react to three or more. When dogs respond to more than one
person, these are usually members of the family. Almost the only other people whose

arrival dogs anticipate are friends whom they are particularly fond of, or people who

take them for walks or bring them treats.

The only exception are cases in which the dog has a strong aversion to a
particular person. John Ashton, for example had a friend who dislike dogs
who used to visit him at his home in Lancashire about once a week. At

Thus the ability of dogs to know when people are coming seems to depends on an emotional

bond, usually positive but sometimes negative, and the dog’s behavior can be influenced by the
person’s reason for coming. But general speaking, the reaction depends on affectionate relation-
ships with dog’s human companion and with the visiting family members and close friends.lt is
of course well known that dogs can form strong bonds with people. James Serpell, who
pioneered the study of human-dog relationship at Cambridge University, expressed it as follow:
“The average dog behaves as if literally (attached) to its owner by an invisible cord. Given the
opportunity, it will follow him everywhere, sit or lie down beside him, and exhibit clear signs of

distress if the owner goes out and leave it behind, or shut it out of the room unexpectedly.”

“ | think that the evidence considered in this and the following chapters suggested
that the invisible cord connecting dog to owner is elastic: it can stretch and con—
tract. It connects dog and owner together when they are physically close to each
other, and it continues to attach dog to owner even when they are hundreds of miles

apart. Through this elastic connection, telepathic communication takes place.

Many pet owners whose animals know when a
member of the family is coming home ascribe the
dog’s behavior to telepathy, to a sixth sense, or to
extrasensory perception.The term “telepathy” implies
that the dog is reacting to the thoughts, feeling,

emotions or intentions of a distant person. But the

term “sixth sense” and ESP are more general. They
may be used to mean “telepathy” but they are also
often used in connection with a variety of other
unexplained phenomena, including the ability to
anticipate danger and the ability to find the way home.
And some of the phenomena ascribed to the sixth

sense or ESP seem to include precognition-that is ,

knowing beforehand about future event. . L
Perhaps in some cases this is so. But telepathy seems to

me a more likely explanation when dogs respond at the
time their owners are setting off or are simply intending to
set off. Telepathy also seems a more likely explanation for
the responses of animals when their people reach a
crucial stage in their journey home, such as disembarking

from a plane, boat, train or bus.
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
